This is necessary to receive any payment for any time off work for a Work Related Injury
Unicare will pay the Illinois State 3 day waiting period

In addition, pay for any time off not covered by workers compensation

FMLA Process

Medical documentation 5166 (for employee) / 5166E (for family member) is required within 15 days of the initial request for an FMLA and must be updated quarterly thereafter during the current year. 

The 5166 or 5166E must contain the medical facts or diagnosis to justify the FMLA request. The qualifications for an FMLA are based on the federal government guidelines.

The range of time or anticipated frequency the FMLA will be used MUST be documented by the treating doctor. 

The initial documentation process for the FMLA request begins in Labor Relations. The B1 form will be initiated in LR.

The completed 5166 / 5166E containing the medical documentation is to be brought to the Medical department.

The required dates for medical updates are:

JANUARY 1st
APRIL 1st
JULY 1st
OCTOBER 1ST
